· Providing substantial evidence or details of the engagement activity, project or partnership including the aims, the development and the outcomes
· Impact and significance of community engagement and collaboration for exchange of knowledge in a context of partnership and reciprocity

· Involvement in PROSH or Relay@UWA and the wider university community (e.g. other clubs, residential colleges, faculties, Guild Volunteering Hub)

· Promotion of social, environmental, economic and/or cultural development to the community

To apply for the Community Engagement Award, clubs must submit a written application addressing the criteria listed above by 5PM on the 5th of October. Applications should comply with the following:
