Alcohol:

e Attendeesmayonlybringbeer, cider, wine, and pre-mixed drinks to camp.

e Attendeesare discouraged from bringing more than 11 standard drinks worth of alcohol, as
there are limits on how much an individual will be allowed to consume per night.

e Attendees much handoverall alcoholicbeverages upon arrival at the camp. Any drinks
found un-surrendered will be confiscated by the camp leaders and approved manager.

e Drinkswill be served back to attendees during designated drinking hours (18:00-0:00 Friday
and Saturday, 18:00-22:30 Sunday), one ata time, by the RSA-trained bar staff.

e Alcohol mayonly be consumedinthe common area, not in dorms, bathrooms or outside.

e Attendeesshouldnotdrinkanddrive*

o Attendeeswill be refusedthe service of theiralcohol if RSA-trained staff believe they are
unduly intoxicated.
